Friday July 6, 1800 hours, join fellow Corinthians at the Tiki Bar next to Rye Playland for pre-rendezvous cocktails and/or dinner – Dutch treat, no reservations at Tiki Bar. Come by sea or land – there is a transient mooring field (free) and launch, and easy access by land.  

Saturday July 7, 1200 hours, race for the first of two races for The Corinthians Trophy, Spring/Fall Races, won last year by Geoff Beringer on Gadzooks.

1300 hours join Event Chair Gary Silberberg on Great Captain’s Island for a casual and self-guided visit to lighthouse, beaches, and walking trails.  Gary may have command of a picnic table and Great Flag.  Anchor or come by ferry. *
1700 hours – look for Gary and Great Flag at a picnic table; potluck – bring appetizer to share and beverage of choice.  Some cups and plastic utensils and ice will be available.  The last ferry leaves at 1930 and dinks must do the same. *
To come ashore on Great Captain’s Island, you must register for the Rendezvous online at thecorinthians.org – Gary needs to provide an adequate number of passes from Town of Greenwich for each person who comes ashore by ferry or dink. You can phone him, but online is really helpful. He will email pass(es) to you.
“at dusk” 2100? – BONUS - view Greenwich fireworks launched from Greenwich Point Beach (west side); from position by Great Captain’s Island or such movement as you see fit.
